GRANT OF LICENCE

FOR

REMOVAL OF SLUDGE, OILYWASTE, DIRTEY BALLAST,

SCREP, GARBAGE, ETC. FROM VESSELS CALLING

AT KANDLA PORT

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1.
The Licensee should comply with the Hazardous Waste (Management & Handling Rules) 1989 as amended from time to time.

2.
The Licensee shall be authorized to act as occupier and operator for the purpose of collection of Oily Bilges, Dirty Ballast, Sludge and Garbage from ships and collection of floating Oils from Port waters, collection of Oily Bilges from Port’s reception tank and any other place within Kandla Port and same can be undertaken with the permission of the Deputy Conservator free of cost subject to the Rules given at (1) above.

3.  
The Port Trust shall not be responsible for any payment to the              Licensee for collecting aforesaid Waste from the Vessels, which     should be settled by Licensee with the concerned Shipping Agent or    Master of the Vessel.

In case the port wants to deliver any Oily Bilges/Waste Oils etc. from the Port area, the same has to be collected by the Licensee free of charge at his own cost and responsibility.    

 5.

Permission of the Deputy Conservator or his authorized representative has to be obtained before collection of any Waste Materials, Waste Oils, Oily Bilges, Floating Oils, etc. from anywhere in the Port.

6.
The Licensee shall collect the waste materials as above within a reasonable time as would be determined by the Deputy Conservator.  The Licensee shall also ensure that the removal of Waste Oils, Garbage etc. from ships will be undertaken without causing any hindrance to Port activities.  

7.
The Licensee shall bear the cost of the damages (without any demur, Reservation, recourse, contest and protest) if any, caused by him or by his employee to any properties of the Port or its employees.

The Licensee for collection of aforesaid wastes shall undertake the work with the permission of Port authorities, Master of the Vessel through concerned Shipping Agent, Custom authorities, GPCB and Pollution Board of the respective State where dumping /recycling yard is located, for every act of collection.

The License would be valid for one year from the date of issue of license . However on satisfactory performance and compliance with the License conditions, the License may be renewed for a further period of one year at a time. 

10.
The Port reserves the right to alter the conditions of the License or even cancels the License at any point of time without assigning any reason thereof.

11.
The License will automatically stand cancelled if the licensee does not meet any of the statutory /legal requirements of the work including those applicable for the protection of environment, deployment of men, machinery, vehicles, floating crafts, etc.

12  The Licensee shall produce a valid NOC from the Ministry of  Environment and Forest, Government of India and GPCB authorities before License is granted by Kandla Port Trust.

13.
The mode of transport / road tankers being utilized by the licensee should have proper License from the respective statutory authorities, the barges and other floating crafts being used for undertaking the subject work must have proper validity and License from Kandla Port authorities/ Sate /Central Government authorities as the case may be.

14. 
The Waste Oils should not be carried in open drums and should not cause pollution within the Port limits during transportation from Port area.

15,
The Garbage should be carried in open truck but should be carried with proper covering as per statutory regulations to approved dumping yards.

16.
If the Authorization is cancelled in terms Hazardous Waste (Management and Handling) Rules 1989 and amendments thereof by the Competent Authority any License granted by KPT shall automatically be lapsed till the Authorization so cancelled /suspended is restored. 

17.
In the event of any dispute or interpretation of the terms of and condition or any alleged breach thereof the same shall be referred to the Sole Arbitrator of the Chairman, Kandla Port Trust or to an Authority appointed by him for the purpose. The Arbitration shall be conducted in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act. 1996. The award of Arbitrator shall be final and binding. The Court at Gandhidham shall alone have exclusive jurisdiction to entertain and try all matter arising out of this License Agreement.

The Licensee shall submit a return to the Deputy Conservator during the 1st week of every Month, furnishing the details of Waste Oil, Garbage, etc. collected from the Port area under this License and the manner in which the same has been disposed off.

The licensee shall intimate PHO on Garbage collection, if any (type of Garbage, weight of garbage etc.) from each Vessel before sailing of Vessels.

(i) 
Levying License fee of Rs. 12,000/- per annum with effect from 01/01/2009 from the private licensees for removal and disposal of ship generated waste viz. sludge oily waste, dirty ballast, scrap, dry garbage etc. from the vessels calling at Kandla Port

(ii)    Levying License fee of Rs. 8,000/- per annum with effect from 

01/01/2009 from the private Licensees for removal of only dry garbage (non-hazardous) from vessels calling Kandla Port subject to production of NOC of Customs, NOC of PHO Kandla, NOC of Municipality and Monthly submission of return on collection and disposal thereof to Deputy Conservator 

(iii) 
No deduction in the License Fee will be allowed on pro-rata basis. The quantum of License fee will be revised every three years with the recommendation of Dy. Conservator, concurrence of FA&CAO and approval of Chairman.

(iv)   Levying Wharfage charges as per item B-32, Chapter- III of SoR on all ship-generated wastes at rate of Rs. 35.00 per MT other than dry garbage and as applicable from time to time.

The License / Permission will be granted to the parties fulfilling the requirements and having License of GPCB or any statutory authority for pollution control.  However, KPT reserves the right to select any party on the basis of Experience, past performance of similar nature of work, National interest and the basis of availability of a skilled staff and equipments.
